L. US 1- Intersection improvements at Barnes Boulevard (FM No. 2375763). Halifax Paving, Inc.
completed the $1,499,187 project April 29.

2. Pineda Causeway Extension - The FDOT contributed $10 million toward the cost of this
County project to extend the Pineda Causeway to I-95 (FM No. 4196591/2). The interchange
with I-95 opened in May.

Construction in Progress -

1. Palmn Bay Road - Widening from four to six lanes of 4.5 miles of Palm Bay Road between
Minton Road and Conlan Boulevard (FM No. 2412212/3). Community Asphalt Corp. was
awarded the $49,091,148 contract August 3, 2007.

17. Work began February 28.

5. 1-95 - Six-laning 15 miles from SR 528 to SR 406 (FM No. 4055062). Hubbard Construction
Co. was awarded the $59,450,000 design/build contract August 26. Work began March 20.

4. SR A-1-A - Resutface 2.1 miles from Orlando Avenue to SR 520 (FM No. 423630). Old Castle

Dear Mr. Silvestri:

We have completed our review of the infersection of SR 513 and the SR 404 eastbound off ramp in Brevard County.

The eastbound off ramp was found fo operate efficiently throughout the majority of the day with the exception of the
morning peak period. Between 7:00 and 8:00 am eastbound traffic for PAFB was observed to queue back to the end of
the ramp with 715 left turns recorded during this period. While vehicles did not reach the SR 404 mainline during our
observations and no safety problem was identified such as rear-end collisions, we did find an opportunity for
improvement. To lessen the potential for traffic to back up onto SR 404 we will schedule a project as funds become
available to lengthen the inside left turn lane in order to provide additional storage for the off ramp.

From our review, we understand that the PAFB gate on SR 513 has occasions where only one lane is open into the base
when added security is required and other occasions when the base is shut down completely for a short period during
certain exercises. We would be willing to work with the base to allow electronic signing on SR 404 to alert motorists of
gate or base closures if doing so would alleviate the potential for ramp congestion, Accordingly, there would need to bs
an alternate route available to motorists for this type of signing to work. If the base would like to pursue signing on SR
404, we request that this be completed through our permit process. We would be willing to work with the base and
review any conceptual signing/route plans before initiating the permit process.

‘We have completed our review of the traffic signal operation at the intersection of SR 520 and Banana River
Boulevard/Belt Road based on a citizen’s request for a protected side street left turn phase at the intersection.

Our analysis revealed that northbound and southbound operations could be improved by modifying the traffic
signal to provide a split phase. We request the City of Cocoa Beach, as the signal maintaining agency, to
install a five-section signal head for each side street approach and implement the recommended signal
phasing, As part of our field review, we noted that pavement markings on Belt Road are worn, We also ask
the City, as part of routine maintenance, to replace the crosswalk and lane striping.

Enclosed are a copy of the study that includes an Improvement Diagram illustrating the recommendations and
two copies of the traffic signal operation change order.

We have completed our review of the need for a traffic signal at the intersection of State Road 501 and
Post Office Driveway in Brevard County,

We found that a fully operational traffic signal is not justified at this time. The intersection has a
relatively good safety history with side street delay less than what would be expected by the
installation of a traffic signal. Vehicles exiting the Post Office driveway were observed having
minimal difficulty accessing State Road 501 due to the adequate gaps in mainline traffic. A traffic
signal at this location would increase overall delay and increase the potential for high-speed, rear end
collisions on State Road 501. We would be willing to review this intersection in the future, should
conditions change significantly.

I am writing in response to a citizen request for additional signing to Barton Avenue on southbound US 1
in the City of Rockledge.

US 1 is a six lane divided roadway with no median opening to enter Barton Avenue in the southbound
direction. Southbound drivers are expected to make a u-turn at the directional median opening just south
of Barton Avenue. In our review of the infersection we found that placing a sign to inform drivers that a
u-turn is required to go to Barton Avenue when fravelling southbound on US 1 is counterproductive. The
proximity of Barton Boulevard to the directional median for the u-turn to Barton Avenue could create
confusion to unfamiliar drivers.

There is an opporfunity for the City to provide conventional street name signs (SNS) at the referenced
location to increase the visibility of the intersection. The Manual for Uniform Traffic Control Devices
(MUTCD) allows for street name signs. The guidance for these signs for roads such as US 1 through
Rockledge can be found in MUTCD Section 21D.43:

On multi lane streets with speed Iimits greater than 40 mph, the lettering on post
mounted Street Name signs should be composed of initial upper-case letters at
least 8 inches in height and lower-case lefters at least 6 inches in height.

Even though the referenced intersection is a “T” rather than “plus” interseciions, street name signs can be
installed in both directions. In other words, street name signs for Barton Avenue can be installed by the
City in the southbound direction in addition to the existing SNS in the northbound direction even though
the street does not continue to the west from US 1. The sign may also have an arrow fo the east placed
before the name Barton Avenue on the SNS. Current reflectivity requirements allow signs to be readily
visible at night by lighting from vehicle headtights. I believe such signs would adequately address the
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desire to make this intersection more apparent to the residents. If you would like to pursue this please
contact Jack West our Brevard Operations Permit Manager at 321-690-3242.

520. We have completed our review of safety and operations at the intersection of State Road A1A and State Road 520.

Our analysis revealed no operational or safety issues associated with u-turn movements at this intersection. However, we
found that southbound left turn safety could be improved by modifying the {raffic signal to provide a southbound
protected only left turn phase on State Road A 1A, This signal modification will address a trend of left turn collisions at
the intersection, Alteration of the southbound left tum lane is not required at this time but, the Department will review
this infersection approximately one year after the phasing change to determine if modification is necessary.

We have completed our review of traffic signal operations and pedestrian safety at SR A1A and Buchanan Avenue/ Center Street,
as requested by the City of Cape Canaveral.

Our study revealed that pedestrian safety could be improved by implementing a leading pedestrian interval and modifying the
pedestrian clearance intervals as follows;

* Aleading pedestrian interval of at least 5 seconds should be provided for crossing AIA in advance of the side street phase
¢ The pedesirian clearance for the west leg of Center Street should be increased from 12 seconds to 18 seconds
¢  The pedestrian clearance for the north and south legs of SR A1A should be increased from 18 seconds to 23 seconds.

We ask that Brevard County, as the mainfaining agency, complete these signal modifications. We also found that installing
“TURNING TRAFFIC YIELD TO PEDESTRIANS" (R10-5) signs for the east and west approaches may make drivers more
aware of pedestrians in the arca. We request that the City of Cape Canaveral consider installing these signs on the east and west
approaches to the intersection.
